The Museum has decided to reveal a few
skeletons from its closet—and just in time for
Halloween! It’s the Bones Exhibit, a display of
skulls, teeth, and bones from fishes, reptiles,
mammals, and birds. The exhibit offers an
“inside look” at adaptation and biodiversity, from
whales to hummingbirds.

Inspiration for this exhibit came from the recent
donation to the Museum of the Ronald Wickum
collection of skulls from California mammals.
Never before displayed, it will be augmented by
the rest of the Museum’s osteological collection
and specimens from the UCSC Natural History
Museum. There will also be displays of fossil
bones, including part of a whale skeleton
discovered near Santa Cruz last year which made
front-page news in local papers. It will be
displayed for the first time.
