docents and museum staff. Todd Newberry and Stephen Gerow, both accomplished birders 
and naturalists, came to Neary to share their birding techniques, as well as their wisdom 
about the natural world. Students also enjoyed the annual visit from “Old Man Neary”.  
Vaguely resembling Peter, the Neary program coordinator, this old-timer regales students 
with a historical perspective on Neary Lagoon.
	 With memory of all the awe inspiring and fun moments had, we will hang up the 
binoculars in June. However, we will return next fall refreshed and ready to share and observe 
the wonders of this hidden gem of Santa Cruz we call Neary Lagoon.

EducAtion NOTES
Keeping An Illustrated Field Journal
Among the classes that the Museum offers in connection with its annual science illustration exhibit is Nature Notes & 
Sketches, a one-day course in which local illustrator Sarah Rabkin shows how to start keeping an illustrated field journal of 
your own. This year’s class took place in the Museum’s amphitheater on a spectacularly sunny Saturday in March. Because 
the class is open to beginners, Sarah did include instruction on basic techniques such as gesture drawing, shading, and 
blending colors, using a series of exercises to demonstrate each one. The final assignment was a page spread of a topic 
of the student’s choice; the finished works ranged from landscapes of Seabright Beach to the microscopic detail of a 
dandelion as it goes to seed.  But perhaps the best instruction Sarah gave was the simplest: try to draw something every 
day. If you have been inspired by the illustration exhibit to ask yourself if you could keep a field journal, this is a great way 
to find out that you can.

The Museum’s first-ever Earth Day Class Project Exhibit was a 
great success. The three winning projects from the Earth Day 
Class Project Challenge Competition at Earth Day Santa Cruz 
2010 were invited to display their work here at the museum for 
the month of May. Each of these projects presented a local envi-
ronmental problem, then offered solutions to that problem that 
can be used in the future. The exhibit offered a close-up look at 
some of the actions Santa Cruz area elementary students are 
taking to improve the health of our local environment.

The Earth Day Class Project Exhibit featured projects from the 
following classrooms:

BayView Elementary: Alternative Transportation to School, a 
study of how much CO2 can be saved by biking or walking, by 
Stu Branoff’s fifth-grade class. 

Monarch Community School: Neighborhood Cleanup, a survey 
of the trash picked up on a single city street, by Joanne Brown’s 
Sea class and  Denise Blair’s Sky class.

Mount Madonna School: Marine Debris, an alert to the 
dangers posed to sea life by manmade debris, by James Sri 
Gyan McCaughan and Jessica Cambell’s fifth-grade class.
